Past Winners

Winners will be notified by letter in April

2027. If your book is not chosen, we will

notify you when it is ready to be picked up.

Everyone will receive a certificate of

participation. 

We will honor the winners at a special

ceremony in late Spring 2027.

The winning books will be bound and

added as a permanent part of the Children's

Department collection. 

Winners & Honorable Mentions will also

have the opportunity to purchase

professionally-bound copies of their book. 



TIPS FOR NOVEL WRITING
1.Start early.

2.Create a writing schedule.

3.Write about what you know, or do research about a

time in history, place, or person you find interesting

so you can write a good story.

4.Be creative! Create characters and situations that

are fun and imaginative.

5.Grab your reader with an exciting title and a well-

written opening sentence. 

6.Avoid relying on violence to advance your story,

unless it is absolutely necessary such as in a novel

about war.

7.Be sure your novel is original and does not follow

the plot line, characters, or setting of another book.

8.Use strong vocabulary. Make your story interesting

to read by using a variety of words.

9.Proofread your book so it is free of spelling,

punctuation, and grammatical errors. It is often

helpful to ask another person to help you proofread,

too. They might see something you missed.

10. Follow the contest rules and make sure your text

and drawings fall within the acceptable margins.
